On May 8, 2004, Bob Young, Sr., trained in American Red Cross Adult CPR/AED, helped save the life of Richard Smolowe.  Bob and his friend, Richard, were playing tennis when Richard stated that he was not feeling well and took a seat on a nearby bench.  As Bob turned around toward Richard, he noticed that Richard had slumped over.   Bob moved Richard to the ground and checked for signs of breathing and found none.  He then checked for a pulse and found none.  Bob immediately started CPR.  Nearby witnesses called for an ambulance.  By the time the ambulance arrived, Bob had successfully resuscitated Richard.  Without a doubt, the skills learned in the American Red Cross Health and Safety Services course and used by Bob Young, Sr., contributed to saving Richard Smolowe's life.  
 

This action exemplifies the highest degree of concern of one human being for another who is in distress in the eyes of the American Red Cross.  For this act, Bob Young, Sr., has been awarded the American Red Cross Certificate of Merit.  This is the highest award given by the American Red Cross to an individual or team of individuals who saves or sustains a life by using skills and knowledge learned in an American Red Cross Health and Safety Services course.  The certificate bears the signature of the President of the United States, who is the honorary chairman of the American Red Cross, and the signature of the chairman of the American Red Cross.
