Davie County United Way Meets National Membership Standards
July 22, 2005, Mocksville, NC – Davie County.  Mary Beth Forst, Executive Director, announced that the Davie County United Way (DCUW) has successfully completed all of the membership criteria requirements and is a member in good standing with the United Way of America.  The requirements included:  Membership Requirements Certification, Membership Investment, and the Database 2 Survey of Total Resources Generated (a survey that captures the full extent of a community’s resource development efforts during the year).  
“It is important that we maintain a high standard of accountability and the national review of our submitted documents verifies that our operations transparent and either meet or exceed membership criteria requirements,” stated Forst.  “The membership standards must be met yearly in order for us to remain within the United Way system.”

The DCUW Executive Committee of the Board of Directors reviewed and approved the Membership Requirements Certification during the regularly scheduled Executive Committee meeting on June 27, 2005.  The certification mandates completion of 13 requirements for United Way of America membership along with verification of the status of 44 indicators that demonstrate a United Way embodies the intent of the membership requirements.  

“It is critically important that all United Ways meet the highest standards and verify on paper that they have conformed to the stringent requirements of membership in the United Way system,” stated Brian Gallagher, President and CEO, United Way of America.  “We applaud and congratulate the Davie County United Way for demonstrating their commitment to the mission and ideals of United Way by completing the recertification process.”

DCUW is part of a system of over 1,300 United Ways.  Each local United Way must complete United Way of America’s requirements annually in order to retain its United Way of America membership.

The mission of the Davie County United Way is to unite the voluntary strength of  our community to care for one another.  This is achieved through direct community impact projects/programs facilitated by DCUW, collaborations with other nonprofits for Special Programs and the funding of 38 traditional programs facilitated by United Way Partner Agencies who service Davie County. DCUW funded programs focus on three impact areas:  Children and Youth, Health and Wellness and Crisis Intervention.
