The 2005 DCUW Campaign will kick-off at noon on Saturday also at the Masonic Picnic Grounds.  “The theme is Together, We Do What Matters and we are utilizing a NASCAR decorative theme to demonstrate what the power of teamwork can do,” stated Mary Beth Forst, Executive Director.  “We have exciting things planned for this year’s kick-off including the # 29 GM Goodwrench Chevrolet Monte Carlo driven by Kevin Harvick being on display.”  In addition to the #29 car on display, the kick-off event will feature a mini-antique car show, an agency fair and door prize drawings.
