3.) Fill out a love Parcel envelope and enclose a
check for $5.00 for each parcel packed. Place
the envelope inside a plastic bag. Please remem
ber that EVERY PARCEL must have an enve-
lape.

For more than one parcel. photocopy the envelope
and place a copv i each bag. One check may then
be placed 1n the main envelope for the entire num-
ber of parcels prepared. If vou are sending several
parcels, one check for each parcel shipped will do
(10 parcels x $5 =5 30 check). The 55.00 covers
all shipping cost from our warehonse i Hait
The shipping fee must be included for all par-
cels sent or vour parcel cannot be sent to the
