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It  has  been  over  two  months  since  the  January  12  earthquake  rocked  the  lives  of  every  single  Haitian.    Although  Bombardopolis,  
where  the  OIH  orphanage  is  located,  is  140  miles  north  of  Port-­au-­Prince  and  the  people  of  Bombardopolis  are  safe,  the  ripple  

effects  of  this  catastrophe  are  immeasurable.    Not  one  life  was  untouched,  because  all  sustenance  enters  the  country  by  way  of  

into  Cap-­Haitian,  then  traveled  by  ground  to  Gonaives,  where  they  purchased  approximately  12,000  pounds  of  wheat,  rice,  corn,  
beans  and  cooking  oil  and  then  transported  it  up  to  the  orphanage.    

Shortly  after  the  earthquake,  many  people  abandoned  what  was  left  of  their  homes,  with  only  what  they  could  carry  on  their  back,  
and  headed  for  the  rural  “safe”  parts  of  Haiti,  back  to  where  their  families  originated.    As  a  result,  just  in  the  area  of  Bombardopolis  
alone  the  population  has  swelled  from  an  average  of  45,000  to  95,000  people!  There  are  no  jobs  and  no  food  sources  up  there  on  
the  mountain.    Orphans  International  Helpline  is  the  only  food  distribution  program  in  the  area.  WE  URGENTLY  ARE  SEEKING  
FUNDS  TO  HELP  US  PURCHASE  FOOD  TO  FEED  THESE  EXTRA  PEOPLE.    

In   spite   of   all   of   the   heartache   this  
earthquake   caused,   we   at   OIH   have  
been   abundantly   blessed   by   the   young  
SDA  adults  who  have  arrived  to  our  area  
and   have   become   acquainted   with   our  
orphanage.      They   have   stepped   up   and  
are   helping   at   the   school   and   church  
with  children’s  programs.    

Love   Parcels   must   be   received   at   our  
Florida   warehouse   no   later   than   April  
25,  2010,   so   they  can  be   shipped   in   the  
container   with   the   truck   and   well-­
drilling   equipment   headed   to   Haiti.
